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INVITATION TO PARTICIPATE IN THE JAMAICA DEBT EXCHANGE “JDX”
The Government of Jamaica, acting through the Debt Management Unit of the Ministry of Finance and the Public Service, invites Jamaican-resident holders of certain domestic Government bonds issued on or prior to December 31st 2009 that mature on or after February 16th 2010 to exchange those instruments for new, longer-dated debt instruments.     

Details of the Jamaica Debt Exchange transaction (“JDX”) including all applicable terms and conditions are set out in the Information Memorandum issued on January 14th 2010.  The Information Memorandum is published on the website of the Ministry of Finance and the Public Service (www.mof.gov.jm) and a limited number of printed copies are available for collection at its offices at 30 National Heroes Circle, Kingston 4 and at the Bank of Jamaica, Nethersole Place, Kingston.   

Holders of domestic Government bonds that are eligible to participate in the JDX transaction may elect to receive new Government bonds in the same principal amount, with similar or longer maturity.  A total of 24 series of new Government bonds will be issued with a variety of payment terms, including fixed and floating rates in J$, CPI- indexed in J$, and fixed rates in USD.  
The new Government bonds are also designed to be more liquid as a result of the amalgamation of many smaller-sized issues into a small number of large benchmark issues.  Additionally, the new Government bonds will be issued in the form of registered certificates but may, in the near future, be exchangeable for bonds in dematerialized form that will settle electronically through the Central Securities Depository of the Bank of Jamaica.
